The NFB Newsline has been in existence since 1995 and currently carries 300 newspapers and other publications on its service.  The service is free with the only eligibility criteria being that the user must be unable to read print.  Newsline now carries the Williamsport Sun Gazette as well as the Wilkes-Barre Leader Times and other regional and national papers.  “We are delighted to move forward with The Sun Gazette to be sure that people who are blind and visually impaired have the same access to local, regional and national news as their sighted counterparts.”Said Garrett. 

“On behalf of our Board of Directors, we’d like to thank our dedicated volunteers for the thousands of hours of reading and their dedication to our Radio Reading Service that made it so successful.  Our philosophy is to “help people help themselves” and we believe that this transition is positive for those we serve and essential to stay abreast of the ever changing technology.” Said Garrett.
